Predictive Services Discussion:

A cold front will move through the northern Intermountain West today and into California, the great Basin, and
central Rockies tonight. Breezy and dry southerly winds will develop in the central and southern Great Basin
today ahead of the front, with precipitation spreading from the Northwest into northern California, the central and
northern Great Basin, and northern Rockies. Snow levels will begin above 6,000 feet ahead of the front, and fall
to near 4,000 feet behind the front. A weakening cold front will move off the East Coast today and tonight with
scattered light precipitation in the Southeast, and scattered thunderstorms along the northern Gulf Coast.
Another cold front will move through the Great Lakes and Northeast through tonight, with scattered showers,
mainly downwind of the Great Lakes.
